Summer Experiences

Hands-on service experience abroad

| spent my summer as a social
work intern at Jesuit Refugee Service in
Lisbon, Portugal. JRS is an international
organization that works to accompany,
serve, and defend refugees, forcibly dis-
placedpeoples,andimmigrantsworldwide.
In Lisbon, | worked at the program’s Cen-
tro Pedro Arrupe, a temporary homeless
shelter that accomodates roughly 30 men,
women, and children from Africa, Latin
America, Eastern Europe, and Asia. This
description, however, fails to do justice to
the incredibly enriching experience | had.

From my frst week at JRS, | was
welcomed by the staff, my opinions were
solicited, and my doubts and critiques
were heard. | contributed to discussions
about which candidates to accept into the
shelter, about how to mediate conficts
between residents, and about much time
residents should remain in the shelter. |

was impressed by how much weight was
given to these decisions, as we assessed
the costs and benefts of allowing a recov-
ering drug addict who introduced many
risks, into the shelter, but who also was in
terrible need of our services. The oppor-
tunity to actively participate in major de-
bates regarding the shelter and its residents
challenged me, forcing me to carefully
consider complex situations and to learn
to live with the responsibility of making
decisions that affect other people’s lives.

It was an amazingly engaging and
hands-on experience, as my unpredictable
days included participating in the admin-
istrative decision-making process and ad-
dressing issues brought up directly by the
residents. It was undoubtedly one of the
biggest challenges | have had. | remem-
ber my anxiety as | attempted to mediate
household conficts between residents of
diverse backgrounds and experiences,
from the Chinese cook to the farmer from

Guinea-Bissau, and my hesitation as | tried
to tactfully reproach a neglectful mother.

It was also one of the most re-
warding experiences | have had, and |
felt immense personal satisfaction when,
after two months of negotiations, 1 re-
ceived a birth certifcate from Benin for
one of our undocumented residents.
The document was a necessary TFrst
step in his extraordinary asylum suit.

As | begin my career in Social
Work, | am certain that my experience
at JRS will prove invaluable, equip-
ping me with necessary skills to work-
ing with people in similar settings and,
perhaps more importantly, preparing me
personally to deal with emotionally dif-
Teult situations. | will always remem-
ber hearing our executive director say,
amid discussions about controversial
residents, “We are the Jesuit Refugee
Services- we must serve those who need
us most. If we do not, no one else will.”

Boston College’s Advanced Study Grants program provides funding, primarily to students in the summer following their frst or second
year, to support independent research projects or to enable them to develop tools necessary for future research, such as advanced lan-
guage skills.
