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On Saturday, March 16th, 2019 Boston College students living off campus on Radnor Road
in the Brighton community reported an off-campus residential burglary to the Boston and
Boston College Police .

The victim reported that an unknown black male, between 30-40 years of age, wearing
black jeans, black hooded sweatshirt and black watch cap entered through an unsecured
back door and was found inside their residence.

When confronted, the subject fled from the residence. It appears nothing was taken during
the incident.

As a reminder the Boston College Police Departments encourages you to do the following:
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Lock your doors and windws. This includes patio doors and windows on
upper floors, and keepthose access points secured at all times.

Keep items such as ladders secured and away from your residence.
Be aware of your surroundings and get to know your neighbors.
Avoid leaving valuables in plain site from windows.

Report suspicious activity and persons to police immediately.
